She asked that we submit cost for a radio station, as they are building a new EOC near the rail runner station in Bernalillo near 550 & I25.  Yul-WA5YUL was tasked with the effort of putting together a cost for that radio station.

REPEATER: Held a discussion on the current condition of our repeater system. Connie-N5HC stated that the problem is no preventive maintenance on the system because of the continuing problem of can’t get access to the repeater sites,(Rainbow & Pajarito). At Rainbow they added more radios which increase the RF levels. Will probably have to add Notch Filter ($300 and up). At Pajarito not sure of the problem without checking. Would also like to fix the packet radio located there. We may have to hire a climber again. There is no access problem at LaMadera because of its location at the Fire Station, just a long drive.

Ben-KD5DCN reported that a spare tire is now in the trailer.

Jim-KC5RUO confirmed use of the trailer at Cedro Peak Run. Went over his plans for the run.

Jim-KC5RUO and Yul-WA5YUL presented their go kits.
